New Guinea.

What struck me most was the simplicity of
way of life and the beauty of nature. You pass through many tiny villages

where people have so little in terms of our material standards but seem

far more content, relaxed and happy. | came home determined to get

back to basic s. Hard, in our society ,butl 6 m wor ki ng on it.

The views were breath taking. When you could look that is, because
usually you were concentrating so hard on keeping your footing going
down another ridiculously steep mou  ntain, or using everything you had
to keep slogging up the next mountain. Did | mention there were lots of
mountains? And they were about four times as high as the ones we
trained on in the Gold Coast Hinterland!!

A porter called Trophy Orimba carried my pack. | couldndét hav
it myself and will never be able to thank him enough. He was thoughtful

and knowledgeable beyond any of my expectations. He epitomized the

dignity and calm of these lovely people who appear to have a gift for

accepting life as it is. At the end of our walk we stayed in his tiny village

beside a river near Kokoda. It was the closest thing to paradise | have

ever experienced and | feel very grateful for the opportunity to be part

of their community for that night.

During the six months training | did beforehand and while in New Guinea,

| often felt like a cross between Bear Grylls living rough and Kathleen

Turner whizzing down the giant mudslide in ~ Romancing the Stone

(Scouts, i f you havendt see thétke movi e a:
mudslide is fantastic).

As well as the real pleasure of being in an unspoiled paradise for ten
days, | learnt valuable life lessons. The most practical came from my

bootcamp training. Nearly every morning
there is no way | can do ten repetitions of this circuit. Reminding myself |

was on my way to Kokoda, |1 6d keep going
can always do more than | think | can. This got me up several of those

mountains and is an excellent reminder in daily life.

A final note is that some of your leaders and older scouts came training
with me. They were great company and are so generous with their time
and experience. We are very lucky to have them in our lives. We have
lots of beautiful walks in our area.  Anyone who is keen to do some
walking please feel free to contact me.

There are no adequate words to describe the Kokoda journey because it
was such a personal, physical, unique experience. | would love to go

back and take my family to New Guinea and we a re already planning
more walking and cycling holidays.
